Project Budget
Help us buy 20 mobile homes and convert them into mobile aid stations for war victims.
The war in Ukraine continues. Every day, rocket attacks destroy cities and villages. Hundreds of civilians are left without shelter, food, or drinking water.
We want to create mobile aid stations that will be located in mobile homes or campers that have been converted to meet the needs of the victims.
In each converted mobile home, survivors will be able to receive medical and psychological assistance, stay warm, charge their phones, receive hot food and clothing, and temporarily live in a camper until they are found a permanent place to live.
This will help provide victims with a safe environment in the first hours after the attacks, reduce stress, and preserve the health and dignity of the victims.
The project budget consists of purchasing mobile homes and converting them into mobile aid stations, paying for the labor of doctors, psychologists and drivers, fuel, and transportation costs.
Project objectives:
1. Create 20 mobile invincibility teams that will operate during the winter period of 2024-2025.
2. Provide access to heat, hot meals, recharging electronic devices, and temporary shelter for people in the first hours after shelling
3. Increase people's resilience and survival in stressful situations through medical support and psychological counseling.
The project is intended for civilians who were left homeless due to shelling.
Timeline of activities:
1. Purchase and convert mobile homes into mobile invincibility stations.
2. Equip them with generators, heaters, kitchen equipment, beds, and hygiene products.
3. Provide converted mobile homes with fuel, food, medicines, blankets, communication equipment, etc.
4. Ensure coordination and exchange of information with local communities and authorities.
5. Organize logistics and deployment of mobile units to the sites of shelling.

Geographical scope: Kharkiv city and Kharkiv region
Planned project results
1. Conduct 150 visits to sites of rocket attacks on residential buildings
2. Organize 20 mobile aid stations
3. Provide humanitarian assistance to approximately 2,500-5,000 people in Kharkiv and the region for 6 months.
