Organization’s mission: 

Our mission is to develop, promote and/or  support community systems that reduce cycle of orphaned and vulnerable children and those that facilitate the realization of their full potential in life.
Brief history of organization:
The idea of Angira Community Home Based Care Organization arose after the founder and the current Chairman Mr. Alfred Onyango Nyakwaka in 2007 at around 10.00am, saw a little boy of around nine years of age sneaking out a fence with a bunch of bananas in Kajulu Village of Kisumu.  He stealthily followed the boy and saw him enter a grass thatched house a few meters away with the bananas.  He realized that the boy may have stolen the bananas to feed his family and was greatly disturbed.  He proceeds to his workplace but later in the evening visited the house where he saw the boy entering.  He met an ailing old lady, the boy he had spotted, plus three other younger children.  He introduced himself as a neighbor and the lady narrated how the children had to drop out of school to help her fend for the family.   He gave them the supplies he bought in town and since then started supporting them with the understanding the children must resume school immediately.  He purchased their uniform and re-enrolled them in school.   
Mr Nyakwaka realized that there are many more children facing the same plight and recruited three more but soon realized that his meager resources could not support all of them, and therefore he would go around soliciting funds from his neighbors, friends and the local church to help him support these destitute children.   

In April 2009 he brought together ten men and women from the community, who had also been seriously touched to form the Angira  Human development organization.  The aim of the  organization was to support the orphaned and vulnerable children in the community lead better lives and go back to school.  As the organization sought registration this year it was advised to change the name to Angira Community Home Based Care Organization. 
Main objectives of the organization 

1.  To provide reasonable shelter and other basic needs to resource poor and other vulnerable children

2. To facilitate the education and training of poor orphans and other vulnerable children.

3. To promote hygiene and healthy living among the families of the poor orphaned and other vulnerable children.

4. To conduct programmes that reduces the incidence and prevalence of orphans and vulnerable children within the community.

Describe current programs and activities 

Currently the project activities are hinged on rescuing orphans and vulnerable children who have dropped out of school.  The program supports the children in buying their books, uniforms and paying fees.  The project has been supporting the child caretakers by supplementing on their foods, clothing and beddings.  The Project staff have been dedicated in counseling the children. They have also been keen on creating awareness of HIV/AIDS and provide Home based care to the sickling.

1. 14 who dropped out of school have been returned to school are learning.

Describe the structure of the organization, including the governing body, trustees, or management structure, and number of staff (paid and/or volunteers) 

Annual General Meeting (AGM) of Members - This is the highest decision making body in the organization.  The powers of this body are only exercised in the duly constituted meetings.  The  AGM is conducted once a year but Special General Meeting (SGM) may be held at any time to thrash out any critical issues at hand.  There are currently 15 members of Community Based organization (CBO).  The main functions of the AGM are to approve annual reports and budgets.  The body has also the authority of electing all the organization officials.

Management Committee - This body consist of 5 persons, 3 males and 2 females.  The main business of the management committee is to develop policies and implement organizational programs.  This body is headed by a chairman.  The Team leader is the sectary to the committee and is an executive.

Trustees - These consist of three members.  All the property of the organization is vested on the trustees.  This board has the duty and obligations of securing the organization's assets  and property.  They are answerable directly to the members.  
Organization's Staff - The organization staff is headed by a Team Leader who is also the secretary to the board.  Currently the organization does not have any paid regular staff and depends on the voluntary services of officials, members and other well wishers.  There are different  committee member as  HIV/AIDS and home based care coordinator, the Nutrition coordinator and education sectary.  The organization gets a regular services from a Technical advisor at highly subsidized rates.

The organization’s only project is the Child Empowerment Project.  This has been limited to rescuing OVC, supporting their education and taking care of them.  It also has the component of HIV/AIDS awareness.

The area was chosen because it is one of the locations with the highest number of orphans and is also where the founder member lives and started the project.  The area has an HIV/AIDS prevalence of over 14 %( Kenya Population Census, 2007)

The Project seeks to work with community members to be supportive of the need of the orphaned and vulnerable children.  It is an integrated Project and has the following Key components._
· Community awareness and Prevention of HIV/AIDS 
· Building of Orphanage and rescue centre.

· Care and education of orphaned & vulnerable children.

· Revenue generation Activities to sustain the core project activities.

What is the anticipated length of your project? 

This is a long term Project.  It is proposed that the project be funded for three years and after that it should be sustaining.
What is the project’s overall objective? 
To reduce the prevalence of OVC in the community and to support the OVCs to realize their life potentials in full

The project will address the following issues:
· Prevalence of orphaned children in the area especially those arising from sicknesses death caused by HIV/AIDS.
· Poor care of orphaned and vulnerable children.

· School drop-out rates, low school level transitional rate  and juvenile delinquency among orphaned and vulnerable children

· Sustainability of the project

What change is the project hoping to achieve? 
The project is hoping.
· To reduce the numbers of orphaned children 
· To improve the living standards of orphaned and vulnerable children

· To increase the school retention rate among orphans  

· To increase the transition educational transition from primary school to secondary among orphans and vulnerable children by at least 5%.

· To improve the average income among OVC caregivers  in the area  

What are the potential difficulties, limitations, or anticipated problems? 
Funds – the projects will require huge amounts of money to build an orphanage and run the other components of the project.  This  money is not at hand.
Personnel/staff - The Project requires dedicated and knowledge staff.  The capacity of the current level of staff may need to be increased as the project will become more complex as it evolves.  
Cooperation from the community - The achievement of the project outcome and purposes can only be achieved by their cooperation.  There are some extraneous factors which may comprise their cooperation 
Discuss the measures that will be taken to overcome them 
Finances – Fundraising activities will be conducted both locally and abroad.  In the long run revenue generating activities (RGA’s) will be organized at the community level to support OVC care givers and reduce the OVC’s dependence on the project funds.  At the organizations level ,the RGA will be conducted to support the recurrent expenditure and to make the activities sustainable.

Personnel/staff – The Project will use both salaried and voluntary staff.  It is the policy of the Project local persons from the community in as much as possible and improves their capacity as much as possible.  Only where technical skills are required will salaried staff from outside the community be employed.  This is expected to translate in reduced wage bill and at the same time not comprising efficiency and effectiveness.   Volunteers from all over the world will be highly encouraged. 
Cooperation from the community – The community has been involved and will continue to be involved at all stages of the project.  They  will enhance ownership, contribution, Knowledge and thus reduce resistance to change in behaviour. _______________
How does this project advance any organization goals set out in its mission statement? 

The Project will advance Orphans’ Heroes’ goals set out in its mission statement by developing and supporting community institutions and systems that facilitate the care and education of orphans.  It will also help break the cycle of factors that create orphans.

Currently the project focuses on rescuing orphans and vulnerable children and supporting their nutritional and basic needs at home.  The project has been able to return and retention 14 children at Primary school level.  
During the funding period the project intends to support up to 100 OVC, sheltering those who do not have caretakers the expected orphanage and office centre to be built.  The centre will host the children; provide organizational offices and hall used for various activities as extra tuition.

The project will also improve on the educational support to now include not only buying uniforms but also payment of books and extra tuition where deemed necessary.  Another development will see Angira CHBCO facilitating OVC school transition by also supporting OVC’s in Secondary Schools and vocational institutions.  Currently no child in secondary school has ever been supported by the project.
The Project will now work with peer educators and nearby health facilities to mobilize community members to go for HIV/AIDS counseling and testing, thus increasing the number of men and women who know their status.   The peer educators will also educate the community members on family planning, the benefits and methods to be used.  This component is expected to result in reduced number of children exposed becoming either orphans or vulnerable.
The project is also expected to go a long way to improving its own sustainability by initiating and running Income Generating Activities at the organizational and community levels.  The use of capacity building and revolving funds to facilitate the OVC care takers to run   their own business, and thus generate their own income to fend for the OVC’s under their care.  This will reduce the level of dependency of the OVC’s on the Project.  The Project IGA’s namely through outside catering, hiring of facilities will provide funds to run the centre and its programmes.
