This simple yet effective solution plays a crucial role in preventing road-related injuries and saving lives.
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3. Challenges Faced
• Limited Funding:
Financial constraints continued to restrict the scale of our activities, limiting the number of collars distributed and awareness materials produced.
• High Risk Areas:
Many street dogs live in busy road zones, increasing their vulnerability to accidents. Covering all high-risk areas remains a challenge with limited resources.

• Improved Road Safety Awareness:
The billboard campaign helped bring attention to an often-overlooked issue, encouraging drivers to be more cautious and responsible.
• Increased Protection for Street Dogs:
Reflective collars have significantly improved nighttime visibility for street dogs, reducing the risk of accidents and helping both animals and drivers stay safe.

• Expand the reflective collar initiative to cover more high-risk areas
• Seek funding to resume rescue, medical care, and rehoming activities
