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HIGHLIGHTS
Monsoon rains have intensified across Pakistan, leading to widespread flash floods and urban 
flooding in Punjab, Khyber Pakhtunkhwa, and Gilgit-Baltistan. Over 657 fatalities have been 
reported, with many more injured due to the ongoing severe weather. From August 17 to 23 rain, 
wind, and thunderstorms with isolated heavy showers are forecasted in Kashmir, Gilgit-Baltistan, 
Khyber Pakhtunkhwa, Punjab, and Islamabad. Balochistan will mostly remain hot and humid, with 
chances of rain in northeastern and southern regions. Sindh & Karachi is expected to see hot and 
humid conditions, with light rain or drizzle along coastal areas.
