Since 2020, DFSM has made a significant impact, supporting over 70 businesses across 
7 states and achieving remarkable results: 

 Financial Growth: Six business owners achieved over $100,000 in revenue 
within just six months of completing the program, demonstrating the tangible 
impact of our training and mentorship. 

 Career Transformation: 25 participants, including Marie Shannon, successfully 
transitioned from full-time employment to full-time entrepreneurship within 
one year, achieving greater autonomy and fulfillment of her dreams. 

 Nonprofit Empowerment: Leaders of nonprofit organizations, such as Arieale 
Munson ( Operation Taking Back 901 ), Carjie Scott ( The Education Equalizer), 

maximizing their impact and secured grants of up to $50,000, enabling them to 
further their missions.
