platform, implemented a project to install two modern water 

filtration stations in Kharkiv Oblast. 

  📍 Merefa – the station was installed on the grounds of the central 

hospital, serving both local residents and a significant number of 

internally displaced persons (IDPs). 

📍 Pisochyn (Nadiya district) – the filtration system was installed 

next to a newly built school, which has become a key social hub  

for the local community and IDPs. 

This project aims to improve access to safe drinking water for 

residents of communities affected by the war and hosting a large 

number of displaced people.
