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I- PROJECT SITUATION AND IMPACT 

With the funding provided by the Dream 

Reach Foundation, CEPROSH successfully 

completed the installation of a 28.80 kWp 

photovoltaic system supported by a stainless-

steel structure. The total investment amounted 

to USD 21,166.88, plus additional related 

expenses. 

The system was installed by Quantumx 

Energy and commissioned in accordance with 

the technical specifications established in the 

submitted proposal, with the supervision and 

approval of EDENORTE Dominicana (the 

Northern Electricity Distribution Company 

of the Dominican Republic). It is currently operating successfully and generating clean energy. 

This collaboration strengthens the financial and operational sustainability of CEPROSH by 

significantly reducing dependence on the conventional electricity grid and contributing to 

environmental protection. 

The components that make up this photovoltaic system are: 

 48 bifacial monocrystalline solar 

modules of 600 Wp each. 

 3 inverters of 8 kW each. 

 Intelligent monitoring system for 

tracking energy production. 

 Export control system. 

The estimated useful life of the solar modules 

is approximately 25 years, with an expected 

production of 47,556.40 kWh during the first 

year of operation and an estimated total 

production of 1,188,910 kWh over the 

system’s lifetime. This will allow CEPROSH 

to benefit from clean and renewable energy 

for the coming decades. 

As part of the strategic plan for this new stage, the savings generated through the reduction of 

energy costs will be reinvested in strengthening CEPROSH’s institutional programs, ensuring the 

continuity of services that benefit more than 2,000 people, including: 

 People living with HIV. 

48 bifacial solar modules of 600 Wp each. 

Export control system. 
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 Women survivors of gender-based violence. 

 Children, adolescents, and youth. 

 Migrants from different nationalities. 

 People belonging to the LGBTIQ+ community. 

 Sex workers. 

 Users of mental and physical health services. 

This project aligns with the global Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), demonstrating 

solidarity with efforts to address climate change by reducing CEPROSH’s institutional carbon 

footprint and promoting the generation of affordable and clean energy.
