Trauma Counsel Victims of Trafficking & Integrate
Project Summary:
To reintegrate domestic workers who have been victims of  trafficking by trauma counseling and sheltering them in transit homes as they have been subjected to abuse and torture from their employers.
What is the problem?

Thousands of women, girls and children are trafficked from rural areas to urban areas where they are forced into domestic servitude in households, small time businesses and some hazardous industries. They work against their will and are subjected to most inhuman treatment by their employers. Most of them are abused and underpaid.  Their life is spent in sleazy environment of an industrial establishment or in the kitchen of a restaurant or a house. They need to live life as human beings.

How will the project solve the problem?

NDWM has identified several victims of trafficking and rescued them. They are sheltered in our transit homes in Bangalore, Hyderabad, Shillong, Mumbai and Jharkhand and are trauma counseled and efforts are made to integrate them. Get them out of pain.
Potential Long-Term Impact: 

Give a new life to the Women, Girls and Children trafficked for domestic work.  Reintegration of trafficked victims. Create awareness about the ill effects of trafficking and forced migration among the people in the trafficking prone areas to prevent it.

National Domestic Worker’s Movement:

NDWM is a Movement for the cause of Domestic Workers. It was started in 1985 by Dr. (Sr.) Jeanne Devos, a Belgian Missionary to India. She has advocated that people need to realize that: 

1. Domestic Work is work with dignity.

2. Domestic Workers have legal protection of their rights.

3. Domestic Workers are being organized and empowered.

 It aims to bring about a paradigm shift in the thinking of the general public about domestic work. They need to know that domestic work is work and domestic worker is a worker like any other worker. 

The Movement has spread across 20 states of India organizing and empowering domestic workers.  The efforts of the movement have brought about inclusion of domestic workers in the Minimum Wages Act in a few states.  As a result of prolonged lobbying and advocacy, networking with other NGOs and international organizations an item on “Decent Work for Domestic Workers” found a place in the agenda of the ILO Convention 2010 and will be a convention by the next ILO Convention 2011. In the dynamics of the movement our services have ramified as in the process we found a need also to cater to child domestic workers, children of women domestic workers and children in slavery. The movement moves on with rescue operations of enslaved child domestic workers, bridge schools, transit homes, training programs for child domestic workers and lobbying and advocacy for domestic workers in general and women domestic workers in particular.
Project Goal:

We shelter domestic workers who are the traumatized victims of trafficking in our transit homes and provide them with their needs, counsel them and reintegrate them. This gives them a new future to  start life anew. 
Our Transit Homes: 

We have established shelter homes in Jharkhand, Shillong, Bangalore, Hyderabad and Mumbai. These homes already serve the purpose mentioned. However on an ongoing basis we expect the work to continue serving the victims of trafficking in domestic work.
Finances: 

We would like to raise USD 10,000 over the next two years.
Our Areas of Work:

1 Anti Trafficking and Forced Migration of Domestic Workers
2 Training and Capacity Building for Domestic Workers

3 Social Security Measure for Domestic Workers

4 Lobbying and Advocacy for enactment and implementation of various legislations affecting Domestic Workers.

5 Networking and Unionizing

6 Children in Domestic Work.
Workshops & Seminars:

NDWM believes that the domestic workers need to know what their rights are before they can demand for it. Therefore several workshop and seminars are held from time to time for both staff and the domestic workers on their rights and the available legal recourse in case their rights are infringed. Professionals are invited to conduct such seminars and workshops. Leadership trainings are provided to domestic workers to instill confidence and skills to lead a team. 
Public Rallies & Demonstration:

Public rallies and demonstrations are very powerful in attracting both general public as well as the governments to listen to the woes and demands of women domestic workers. This displays the dignity, solidarity and large number of organized domestic workers and our social workers and volunteers will be engaged to organize it in all the states proposed. 
Anti – Trafficking of Domestic Workers.
NDWM together with Migrant Forum India has prevented trafficking of domestic workers at source and destination areas. We rescue and counsel the victims of trafficking. We create awareness in the source and destination areas about safe migration, make efforts to bring the trafficking agents to book.
