Support for Vulnerable Students at Groupe Scolaire Busogo I in Academic Year (2025–2026)

1. Background
Groupe Scolaire Busogo I, Saint Benoît is a Catholic school located in Busogo Sector, Musanze District. It provides both primary and secondary education to over 2,350 students. Rooted in Catholic values, the school fosters a strong culture of solidarity and compassion, frequently supporting vulnerable students through partnerships with the Church and donors.
At the conclusion of the 2024–2025 academic year, the school identified 58 primary and 40 secondary students from families unable to afford basic schooling needs. These include school fees, learning materials, and now most urgently school uniforms, which are essential for dignity, discipline, and inclusion in the school community.

2. Problem Statement
Despite existing efforts and past support, many vulnerable students remain in need. Without help, 98 children may drop out or face stigma due to the lack of school fees, materials, and proper uniforms. This creates an urgent need for external support to uphold their right to education and dignity.

3. Project Objectives
· To pay school fees for 98 vulnerable students (58 primary, 40 secondary) for the entire academic year (3 terms).
· To provide complete school material kits, including notebooks, pens, school bags, and other essentials.
· To provide school uniforms to ensure full integration and confidence among all learners.
· To promote inclusive and equitable education, in line with the school's Catholic mission.
