(2) Hand written or typed Personal Essay (in your own words) of at least 250 words,
providing

(b) Reason for applying for the Dominica-America Scholarship & Culture, Inc.
scholarship
(c) Description of financial need
(d) Professional/Career aspiration
(e) Description of personal involvement in extracurricular activities, community
service etc.
Be as thorough as possible.

(3) Two letters of reference to include the following, how long, how well, and in what
capacity the reference has known the applicant, description of the applicant’s academic
accomplishments, leadership qualities and extra-curricular activities. A teacher or any

member of your community can write the reference. Please, no letters from relatives.

(4) A copy of transcript/report card from your school for current or most recent term
or year.

Incomplete or late applications submitted will not be considered. The Scholarship
Committee will notify awardees by mail, email or telephone. The decisions of the
Scholarship Committee and the DASCI Board are final and not subject to appeal.
