PROJECT’S AREA OF FOCUS: Conservation and sustainable management of Ekuri Community forests.

PROJECT NEEDS AND BENEFICIARIES: To provide two villages (with a population of 6,000 inhabitants) with the support and assistance needed to ensure sustainable harvest of timber, vegetables, rattans, and other products from community forests.

ACTIVITIES: The activities include:

· Obtaining NGO status for a local, grassroots organization

· Conducting forest inventory training

· Taking stock surveys in community forest lands

· Tree harvesting and conversion

· Marketing of sustainably harvested timber and non-timber forest products

· Taxation of other forest products and management of funds to support development activities

Other activities include supporting innovative and sustainable harvesting of timber, vegetables, rattans, and other products from the Ekuri community forest.

EXPECTED OUTCOMES:

Reduce poverty and conserve biodiversity through sustainable harvesting, processing and sale of timber and non-timber forest products from Ekuri community land and through the sale and marketing of resulting products.

MESSAGE FROM THE PROJECT:

The selective and sustainable harvesting of timber and non-timber forest products, resulting from innovative stock surveys and assessment techniques, provides the Ekuri people with a means of exploiting local resources without destroying them.
