According to the Washington Metropolitan Police Department, in 2009…
· 21 homicides were classified as domestic violence related

· 31, 232 calls for domestic violence service were placed

· 19,133 domestic violence reports were taken

· 4,149 domestic violence warrants were presented

· 5,754 domestic violence arrests were made

One in four women will experience domestic violence in her lifetime.  DCCADV works everyday to reduce and ultimately eradicate this number in the District of Columbia.  We strive to be a model to others around the world about the importance of domestic violence programming in our communities.  We recognize that the only way to end domestic violence is to develop informed communities that will stand up and speak out to end domestic violence.
