In 1999, UK Rotarian and former Royal Navy search and res-
cue diver Tom Henderson spotted a gap in aid provision after
natural disasters. While food and medicine were immediately
delivered, little or no assistance was given in terms of proper
shelter to help survivors through the first few days, weeks and
months as they struggled to rebuild their lives. ShelterBox was
launched to fill that void.

One green ShelterBox provides a durable tent for an
extended family of up to 10 people and life-saving tools, such
as water purification supplies, blankets, a cook stove and
mosquito nets. The contents can be modified depending on
the nature and location of the disaster, and great care is taken on
every item to ensure it is robust enough to be of lasting value.

Our highly trained ShelterBox Response Teams (SRTs)
can be deployed from around the world to distribute boxes on
the ground, working closely with local organizations,
international aid agencies, and Rotary clubs worldwide.

We can't eradicate natural or manmade disasters; we can
only be prepared to respond to them. In many cases, our
boxes make the difference between life and death.

ShelterBox has firmly established itself at the forefront of
international disaster relief, providing aid to more than a
million survivors around the world.

ShelterBox is the only international aid organization
that provides shelter and life-saving equipment for survival
in an easily transportable box. ShelterBox instantly
responds to man-made and natural disasters by providing
survivors with essential equipment. Boxes are dispatched
quickly to a disaster area, where a ShelterBox Team
(SRT) meets it and distributes our aid to those most in
need. We are able to respond quickly because we have a
large stock of equipment in our warehouse located in the
United Kingdom and more than 1,000 pre-packed boxes
stored in strategic locations across the globe. Often,
ShelterBox is the first outside aid agency on the ground
distributing desperately needed shelter and emergency aid
to people whose homes have been destroyed. In fact,
other aid organizations have told us that our green box
stands out as a symbol of hope in a landscape of disarray.

Since its inception, ShelterBox has responded to over 100 disasters in more than 70 countries.

At the heart of every ShelterBox is a
custom-made ten-person tent
designed to withstand extreme
temperatures, high winds and heavy
rainfall. Internally, each tent has privacy
partitions that allow recipients to divide
the space as they see fit.

A basic tool kit containing a hammer,
ax, saw, trenching shovel, hoe head,
pliers and wire cutters can be found in
every box. These items enable people
to begin to rebuild their lives.

ABOUT OUR TENTS

Our rugged dome tents are a unique
ShelterBox design that has evolved as
the result of years of experience in
countries around the world. Modeled
after a typical African bush hut, the tents
have built in mosquito screens, integral
groundsheets, good ventilation and
internal privacy screens. A special
arrangement with Vango allows us to
keep sufficient tents in stock to house
25,000 people. These tents are
supplied on credit and held “in bond,”
ready to be released as and when
funds are available — greatly increasing
our ability to respond to major disasters.
