PROJECT TITLE: ENABLE 45 TEENAGE MOTHERS TO COMPLETE HIGH SCHOOL
PROJECT OBJECTIVE: To provide high school education to 45 teenage mothers who drop out of school in rural areas of western Kenya.  

Project Summary
The proposed project is to be implemented by Kenya alliance for rural empowerment (KARE) in rural western Kenya. Funds for this initiative will support re-admission and continued education for 45 teenage mothers who drop out due to pregnancy and motherhood through payment of school fees, levies, school uniforms, school books and personal shopping for the project beneficiaries.

The project is conceived on the knowledge that girls who become pregnant while in school dropout and discontinue their formal education. Some are literally pushed out school by the school administration while others are disowned by their parents while yet others drop by themselves because of shame and associated stigma. Seventy eight percent (78%) of these girls wish they had another chance to rejoin school. 
Project Interventions

The proposed project will provide financial and material support in terms of school uniform, school fees and levies, school books and personal shopping for these girls to continue with secondary education, thereby renewing their hopes, improving their dignity and offering them and their families the opportunity of a brighter future. 

Background of the project 
Kenya Alliance for Rural Empowerment (KARE) has been implementing community empowerment and capacity building programs in the rural parts of western Kenya. Primarily the organization has been undertaking the following projects with donations from organizations and individual well-wishers:
· Sexual and gender based violence prevention that provides legal and medical assistance to the target beneficiaries.

· Children outreach that provides training for children on life skills, mentorship as well as other resources such as sanitary pads.

· Capacity building for wealth creation that is aimed at enhancing human capacities for community based groups, self help groups and entrepreneurs.
In our encounters during the implementation of these projects, we have met and received reports of teenage mothers who have been abandoned by their parents, chased away from school by school management and who have no hope of continuing with their secondary education. Most of these girls are met with a lot of challenges forcing some of them to get into prostitution and labour under pathetic conditions to earn a living. They risk HIV/AIDS infection, death and their hopes of pursuing descent careers are cut shot.  
Our efforts have been limited to providing counseling, reproductive and childcare education as well as facilitation of acceptance by parents. About 67 percent of the teenage mothers who we have come across would welcome a second opportunity to get re-admission into schools. Most parents and guardians also whish the girls could go back to school only if they could get financial wherewithal to do that. 

Project Beneficiaries

The project targets teenage mother from poor and marginalized households who have dropped out of secondary education due to pregnancy and motherhood. A need-based and participatory approach is used in selecting the specific beneficiaries. 

Needed Assistance
The organization is seeking financial donations to achieve the set objective of providing the girls with financial and materials support so they can go back and complete secondary school. 

Sustainability Plan

KARE will ensure that the project will continue beyond the end of donor funding. Fundamentally, the organization will ensure that there is thorough community involvement in the stages of the project.  Further, the organization shall partner with relevant government institutions such as the ministry of education, the ministry of children affair, the provincial administration and devolved governments for necessary synergy. Fundraising for the project will also continue to ensure that the project is sustainable.
