‘’It was not easy for me seeing all my children and husband being killed by LRA rebels in the night of 28th Feb 1999. They committed one crime resisting rebel to rape me at their presence! It remained to be a night mare for me. I suffered in captivity for 2 years,  coming back to my village I found nothing to start from my family  was gone, all our properties lost, and the community never wanted to associate with me since I came from the bush they often referred to me as a rebel I suffering I endured silently for 6 years.
2008 was the year that brought back my life when I joined a group (Rubanga Mamiyo) and later joined WGEF for training and eventually accessed my 1st loan in 2008 which I invested in poultry keeping. My group became my family, and participating into a business activity made me an important person in my community (Bungatira) My community never discriminate me any more instead they visit my poultry house for eggs and learning.
From only 50 birds I now keep 350 birds I have paid back all my loans and looking forward to expand my  business  I’m currently constructing my house, I can participate, share and contribute my views in all community meetings without fear this never happened before I joined WGEF program.
The WGEF program is the perfect answer for our community challenges, it gives us the energy, and possibilities to determine our future I wish the program can be expanded to reach more women in Gulu’’.
