Mission:
	Unlock the potential of young women to become leaders of their families, communities and country through the power of education, mentorship and service to others.

Goals:
1. Increase educational opportunities for girls in rural Peru.
2. Increase the potential for leadership in girls in rural Peru.
3. Increase girls’ sense of personal empowerment.
4. Guide girls to set personal short-term and long-term goals.
5. Develop and increase family support and advocacy for their daughter’s education.

Objectives:
1. Increase a family’s ability to allow their daughter to stay in school by providing scholarships that include matriculation fees, uniform fees and school supplies as measured by consistent attendance throughout the school year.
2. Increase participant’s ability to improve academic achievement in school by participating in mentor meetings with instruction in study skills and by having opportunities for academic tutoring when necessary as measured by consistent improvement in grades as reported by teachers and the director of the school throughout the school year.
3. Increase skills in leadership by supporting girls in the development of individually designed service projects which will be carried out in their church, community or school as measured by the ongoing positive results and progress as reported by participant, mentor and adult in authority at site of service project.
4. Increase skills in leadership by participation in a big sister/little sister program which will involve participants in mentoring younger girls as measured by reporting on positive results of mentorship by “little sister,” participant and mentor.
5. Increase parent support for their daughters’ education as measured by attendance at parent meetings, student/parent meetings and participant’s attendance at school and homework completion as reported by teachers and director of school.
