The fishermen and the staff of the Association for Rural Development and Action Research (ARDAR) worked round the clock to ensure that they would return to the sea at the earliest date possible. They played a pro-active role in arranging carpenters and linking them with the sawmills for wood. Some fishermen also joined the carpenters to hasten the work. Repairs that started on January 2 were completed by January 15, in time for "Pongal" celebrations. Now, the fishermen are back at regular work.

History/Background

The project evacuated those residents still in danger from continued flooding. Clothes and food were distributed to village families, and damaged fishing boats and nets were replaced. A total of 630 families from nine affected villages received food and clothing. Thirty-six nets and 78 boats were repaired to help restore the livelihoods of 312 families.
