PROVIDE ACCESS TO QUALITY HEALTH CARE TO 500 ORPHANS

SUMMARY

This project provides orphans and abandoned children in the community, a Micro-health insurance card which gives them the opportunity to have access to quality health care through a community based micro-health insurance scheme.
WHAT IS THE PROBLEM
The existence and the rapid spread of HIV/AIDS and malaria have made so many Cameroonian children to become orphans According to the world health organisation, a child dies of malaria every 5 seconds and about 3000 children die every day of malaria in Cameroon, 16 million people live below poverty line that is, live on less than $1 a day (world food program 2007 report) , an estimated 670,000 people live with HIV/AIDS ,54000 children are infected with HIV via parent to child transmission and  33,0000 children are being orphaned every year by AIDS.( UNICEF 2009 report) With these results is clear that children in Cameroon are the most vulnerable population and need constant health care to overcome this situation.
The orphans in Buea are not exempted from this situation. They do not have the financial  means to afford quality health care due to the high cost involve  in obtaining quality health care.Due to this precarious situation ,the Buea Mutual health Organisation which is a non- profit  making ,community based micro- health insurance organisation owned and managed by it members ,operating on the principle of risk sharing and mutual assistance against health related risks with the main objectives to overcome financial barriers of the population to quality health care. Took up the challenge to identify orphans within the Buea municipality which were mostly children whose parent were victims of HIV/AIDS ( some of these children live in orphanages while others live with their   grandparents who cannot guarantee three square meals a day for themselves not to  talk of providing that for the children).
How will this project solve this problem?

500 orphans will be registered in the community micro-health insurance scheme and  a health insurance card will be issued to them,with  this health insurance card  the children will have access to  health facilities where they can go for medical attention as need arises. In addition to this, those living with chronic diseases like HIV/AIDS will be constantly monitored to make sure that they take their medications in time by health personnel and the community volunteer.
 A community volunteer will be recruited to do follow up for these children to make sure that these children are well catered for.
Potential Long Term Impact

Restoring hope and life for 500 orphans by assisting in providing access to quality health care is an unquestionable gesture considering the difficulties faced by these orphans in having access to quality health care due to financial inaccessibility.
 This project will go a long way to relief the burden of the poor grandparents of these children who can’t afford complete meal for themselves and to those benevolent owners of the orphanages who will divert the little funds for health to some other activities like education to foster the lives of these kids.
Project Message

These children didn’t apply to become orphans but they found themselves to be one. Please we should stretch out our helping hands to them.

Observation [Waiting] Period

· Present your beneficiary card at the hospital reception, collect a guarantee letter [treatment form] and proceed with treatment.
