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Community infrastructure was also damaged due to Tsunami. Road which used to join two villages, Mudaliar and Anichyakuppam, has been washed away. Under cash for work programme village people repaired that stretch on their own.
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To strengthen the local economy DMI and community came up with new initiatives. Communities are preparing thatch roof panels which are utilised for temporary houses.
