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Over the past few months, the enthusiasm shown by Cipriano Hernandez to overcome difficulties and secure a better life for himself and his neighbors has stood out. Cipriano already has his own vehicle (a used pick-up truck), which he uses to sell their products and, at the same time, to take families to do their shopping in San Martin. The members of the community are encouraged by seeing the enthusiasm and drive that Cipriano has to come out ahead. 
Community Organization
In the month of February, the youth of the community spoke over the theme of relationships between genders. Fourteen young women from the communities of San Diego and La Esperanza participated in the event. Furthermore, there was a discussion about the commemoration of the international day of the woman to generate awareness about the role of women in society. 
In community house visits, the members of the community developed moments of reflection in which they did critical thinking and analysis about their current situation and the most adequate way to respond to their current and future challenges. 
Housing and Infrastructure
During the last few months, the Board of Directors of the community, in coordination with the government of Suchitoto, brought electricity into the community. The community itself completed the necessary work so that the electricity could reach the community in the shortest time possible. They recently finished installing the electric poles and lines, as well as the transformers. With these developments, the electricity is able to reach each home. This resource will bring better development to the community, and some families are already thinking of starting small businesses that will allow them to improve their economies through using electricity. 
During the month of April, the families of the community used their own resources to make improvements on their houses. The families of Nohemí López Escamilla, Isabel Recinos Leiva, Angel Arias, José Arturo Avilés, Jose Calixto Rodas Leiva and José Adolfo Leiva Avilés built their permanent houses out of adobe. The following families improved their houses: Biviano Leiva, José Antonio Leiva Recinos, Jesús Ernesto Hernández and Juan Carlos Leiva.
They are waiting for permission from the Mayor of Suchitoto to continue work on their road, which will solve some accessibility problems.

With the support of Microregion, the community built 10 reservoirs (tanks made of iron, brick and cement, with the purpose of storing water for irrigation.) Now the families are growing vegetables and fish for familial consumption.
Sustainable Economic Growth

In the past three months, there have been a total of 3 meetings with a group of 8 farmers of the community with the purpose of creating awareness about the current reality of local agriculture versus the future reality. They began talking about possible productive projects that can improve the economies of the participants.  Two NGOs, Procomes and The Microregion, are working together to provide a loan to purchase a ladder and a $600 loan for either a cow or two calves.  The community is considering how they can best put future loans to use. 
Community members are also installing a small dam that will provide more accessible water for their land plots. 

Also, Xiomara Callejas Arguilo is getting good results since starting her small business (a store) in which she sells basic goods.

Community Training and Education
Training in the continuation of the farm plan has been developing with 13 farmers in the community. 
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
