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The WHO estimates that one million babies die each year from birth asphyxia (the inability to breathe immediately after delivery).  The Helping Babies Breathe (HBB) curriculum addresses this challenge and contributes to Millennium Development Goal 4 – reduction of child mortality by two thirds from 1990 to 2015.

The American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP) is requesting $199,750 to provide technical support for the implementation of the Helping Babies Breathe program in Kenya.  The requested funding will support a physician technical expert and mentor to travel to Kenya on three separate occasions – for an initial stakeholder meeting, a train-the-trainer set of courses, and a quality improvement visit.  AAP staff will travel to the initial stakeholder meeting to assess program readiness and identify local partners and potential facilities for training.  Our goal is to train at least 200 Master Trainers in at least two different sites in Kenya, and to build in sustainability factors such as quality assurance so that HBB will eventually be country-led and country-owned.
The objective of HBB is to train birth attendants in developing countries the essential skills of newborn resuscitation, with the intent of having at least one person who is skilled in neonatal resuscitation at the birth of every baby.  HBB training is aimed at births wherever they occur including those with a single birth attendant.  The curriculum is designed for use as part of a coordinated educational approach to early neonatal care that can be effectively combined with other curricula.  HBB can be locally taught to birth attendants in diverse venues and locations and focuses on practices that all persons who care for babies at birth can learn to assist babies who do not breathe on their own.  Every infant deserves the necessary steps of neonatal care – clearing the airway, rubbing the back – simple steps that can make all the difference between life and death.

HBB is an initiative of the AAP and was developed in consultation with the World Health Organization (WHO), and collaborators such as the US Agency for International Development (USAID), Saving Newborn Lives/Save the Children, the Eunice Kennedy Shriver National Institute of Child Health and Development (NICHD), and a number of other global health stakeholders.  HBB is an evidence-based educational program designed specifically for resource-limited circumstances. 
The AAP has a strong relationship with other partners in Kenya who will bring added strength to this proposal.  As a founding member of the Global Development Alliance, we have a rapport with local stakeholders such as the USAID office in Nairobi, Moi University in Eldoret, and East Central Southern Africa Health Community (ECSA), among others.  The AAP brings additional strength to this proposal through our partnership with the NICHD as we begin a large impact evaluation slated for Western Kenya in 2012.
